The Medical Center is excited to announce that the Manchester VAMC OR will be reopening in July 2014 – the actual timeline is tentatively scheduled below: 

· The HVAC will be turned on Monday, June 2. This will allow the contractors to troubleshoot any issues with temperature and humidity prior to the opening.
· There will be new floors poured in the OR and PACU on Monday, June 23. During this time, the plan is to continue procedures in one room.
· The OR staff will begin moving in the renovated suite on Monday, July 7.  This will take two weeks. During the week of July 14, there will be no cases scheduled.
· OR cases will begin on Monday, July 21 and start with the current cases being performed on the unit 
· Additional cases will be added each month. Manchester is working in collaboration with the White River Junction VA who will be sending a surgeon to Manchester VAMC two days a week.

Current cases include:
· Colonoscopies - a test that allows your doctor to look at the inner lining of your large intestine
· Cystoscopy - a procedure where a lighted optical instrument is inserted through the urethra to look at the bladder
· Pain Procedures

Future cases will tentatively include:

· Cataract Surgery 
· Circumcisions
